Fayetteville Public School instructors and personnel may submit grant requests solely designed to support Fayetteville public school instruction and operation. 

All requests will be judged according to the following criteria.  Please consider them carefully when drafting your proposal:

1. Are the criteria of the proposal consistent with the goals of the Fayetteville School District and the Fayetteville Public Education Foundation, Inc.?

2. How many students will benefit?

3. Are evaluation methods included in the proposal to measure success?

4. Does the proposal focus on enhancement or innovation in the Fayetteville School District?

5. What is the long-range impact?

6. Will it be possible to replicate the project elsewhere in the district?

7. Is the project feasible in regard to time, implementation, budget and resources?

8. Technology requests need technology department approval before submission.
