Meeting Minutes

November 20, 2008

Ginny Wiseman Assistant Superintendent: Welcome and call to order 8:30 AM

Carol Stone CSH Grant Coordinator: Introduced Becky Purcell, school board member, and Mr. J. L. Colbert, assistant superintendent to inform the committee about the recent crossing guard training.
Becky Purcell: Thanked Eric Shuldt for hosting the crossing guard training at the Fayetteville Boys and Girls Club. The training was a cooperative effort between the Fayetteville School District, Boys and Girls Club, and the city transportation department. 

Mr. Colbert: Reported that it is important to make sure the students and crossing guards are safe. Students and staff from Fayetteville High School were used to create the Crossing Guard Safety Video. The video was shown to all crossing guards in the school district. (50 students and 21 adults comprise the crossing guard team.)  The premise is to promote community consistency in dress and signage for all schools. The City of Fayetteville provided vests and stops sign paddles for all schools.  The committee created a manual for all crossing guards including information from national standards. Students need to be trained in the use of search patterns for safely crossing the street. Crossing guards are encouraged to establish relationships with students to help teach them to use search patterns. It is essential to increase awareness of students and motorists. The manual contains information about the limitations of children and an overview of common crash types. It would be possible to develop a program that other districts could use.
Kyle Adams: Inquired about the methods for choosing crossing guards.

Mr. Colbert: Students are selected by teachers and adults are hired by the school district. Adults are needed for many of the more dangerous crossings.

Bob Shoulders: Reported that compliance with school crossing and school zone regulations increases with the writing of traffic tickets and implementation of fines.

Mr. Colbert: Said that there are only eight patrols on duty at a time but the officers are encouraged to frequent the most dangerous spots.

Becky Purcell: Expressed the hope that the partnership with the City of Fayetteville will set the ground work for traffic lights to be placed in the most dangerous areas.

Mr. Colbert: Reported that all but 2 of the adults crossing guards attended the training.

Carol Stone: Said that all students should see the crossing guard video because they sometimes forget that they are also responsible for their own safety.
Becky Purcell: Asked if we need crossing guards at the secondary schools.

Ginny Wiseman: Informed the committee that the School Resource Officer sometimes sits at Sixth Street at lunch time and that they will stop traffic if necessary.

Cheryl Putnam: Reported that the Appleseeds program is in full swing at Leverett Elementary. 

Bob Shoulders: is putting the bubble over the tennis courts at Fayetteville Athletic Club.

Ginger Campbell: Reported that the first annual Health Fair and Family Fun Night at Vandergrif Elementary was a great success. There were 14 vendors present. The police did finger print cards for the students, and there was a chiropractor who did spine checks. The health fair was conducted the same night that the book fair was conducted which probably contributed to the success. University of Arkansas Twirlers and people from Summer Hill conducted demonstrations. The total estimated attendance was 310 with Mrs. Daugherty’s class winning the pizza party.
Sarah Brady: FHS student reported that the homeless vigil will be conducted on December 4th and the blood drive will be December 5th and 6th, the food drive is ending today.

Molly Lloyd: Is preparing for TB skin tests, which will be provided to 1/3 of the faculty, and staff who need it. Colliers gives the district a price break and the nurses administer the test. The state TB physician allows the nurses to have a license to get TB tests. Flu shots are in process at a cost of $20 each.

Dr. Barry Brown: Is conducting the last of a five part seminar on December 4th at 5:30 titled Putting it all Together. The seminar is about healthy food preparation and there is room for 25 people to participate. A new program will be available at the Fayetteville School District Exercise Facility called New Years Wish Fulfilled. The Blue Cliff College, formerly the White River School of Massage will be providing free neck and back massages between the hours of 4:00 and 6:00 on Wednesdays and Thursdays. Dr. Brown is in the final stages of petitioning the IRS for 2 research projects to study alleviating the affects of chemotherapy and on combating childhood obesity.
David Hunt: said that he and Susan Atkins have been conducting fitness testing and continuing with the intramural programs.

Kyle Adams: Fayetteville High School has contributed at least one participant to each of the sports at the University of Arkansas.

Eric Schuldt: is conducting business as usual and is finding it more difficult to raise funds because of the poor state of the economy, also more people are requesting scholarships to the Boys and Girls Club.

Keith Richards: reported that Appleseeds facilitated a field trip for Leverett Elementary Students to attend the farmers market. Students were provided with a little bit of money to buy produce from the vendors.
Anita Lawson: Woodland Junior High School now has safer construction zones and entrances.

Ginny Wiseman: reported that the necessary people have been trained for the Alliance for a Healthier Generation Survey, one person from each school. An action plan will be prepared. The Alliance for a Healthier Generation provides incremental awards and we will begin with the bronze award and progress toward the gold award. The next meeting is December 16th.
